Council Meeting

May 8, 2011

The Council Meeting was called to order by Chairman Don Hagaman.  

Minutes:  -The minutes of the April 10th Council meeting were reviewed, a motion made to approve and the minutes were approved with correction in spelling of Roger Ingels name and the addition of Jean Mann as in attendance.  

Treasurer’s Report:  - A spreadsheet income/expense report was distributed to members.  Don Hagaman informed the Council that the Church insurance premium is soon due.  Insurance is around $1,700 per year.  Roger Ingels motioned and Jean Mann second and the Council approved the report as submitted.
- A motion was made (Roger Mann/Teri Pankau) and approved to pay the following bills:

Benevolence and Memorial Fund:  -Roger Ingels reported a balance on hand of $136.73.  Roger received a recommendation from a member that we replace the silverware.  Roger will get some quotes and bring this recommendation to the next meeting.

Building Committee:  Rick Mack is working on getting a bid for the rust problem repair to the outside of the building.
Music Committee:  Marlene Manning reported that the kids did a good job on Easter and that they are working on having them sing again.
Finance Committee:  No Report.
Spiritual Committee:  Mike Lind read the following topics that the committee is exploring:  

1. Karen Hagaman suggested we consider starting prayer meetings.  Also, might think about setting certain times when members pray for persons, the Church, or identified needs.

2. Marlene Manning suggested that we hold a voluntary prayer meeting at 8:30 am Sunday mornings during which those present pray for the worship service.

3. Mike Lind brought up another topic that Pastor Bob and he spoke of regarding communion every Sunday.  We have been asked if that is possible.  Although not possible for the whole congregation, it could be combined with the point 2 above and offered prior to service for anyone that would like to participate.

4. Karen Hagaman suggested that we adopt more missions.  She suggested Compassion International program of adopting a needy child.

5. Marlene Manning brought up that Adam Saatkampt is a missionary in China through Campus Crusade for Christ.  That would be a good one to support especially sense Adam is a native of Galva.

6. Marlene Manning also mentioned that we should continue the shoe drive done last year.  

7. Marlene also thought it was moving when Bruce Robinson opened his Bible reading with asking everyone to take one of the Bibles in the pews or their own and open it up and follow along.  Marlene suggested that we pursue supporting people bringing their Bibles to Church.  Maybe a Bible Sunday declaration.  We also discussed giving Bibles to children who do not have one.  Perhaps also expands this to adults that do not have Bibles.
Don Hagaman mentioned that the Church used to give Bibles to the fourth graders.  That was stopped following the decline in attendance.  There was some discussion that we should resume giving Bibles.

Christian Education:  No Report.
Pastor’s Report:  Past Bob Curry reported on the following:

-He has heard back from Sanctified 523 and the band will perform for our second annual Christian Rock Concert on June 25th.  The program will begin at 5 pm and include hotdogs and soft drinks.  Admission and food is free to attendees.

-Pastor would like to have another “friend day” but that we target the un-churched.

-We will need a couple ushers to help collect donations at the July Independence Celebration in the park.  

-Vacation Bible School will be at the Baptist Church this year.

-Pastor Curry preached at the Bachelorette this year and it was well attended with about two-thirds of the graduating class in attendance.  

-Church attendance continues to be ahead of last year.  The worship service continues to grow.

-Next Sunday, the George and Sandy Campbell (Rick Mack’s sister and brother-in-law) will be performing a musical service.  A love offering plate will be placed at the back of the sanctuary.

-May 29th will be our last Sunday School of the Summer.

- Lynda Guinee has mentioned to Pastor Bob that she would like to become a member of the Church.  Pat Foster also mentioned that Lynda told her she would also be interested in serving on the Widow’s Mite.  Without objection, the Council approved accepting Lynda for membership.  Pastor will be meeting with Lynda.

-Joyce Baskovic will be gone for the June 5th Sunday service.  Pastor will develop an electronic service.

-Pastor Curry will be gone for the August 24th Sunday service.  He asked if the Council wants a fill-in minister or is we should have the electronic service as done before.

President’s Report:  Don Hagaman reported on the following:

-May 22nd is Graduation Sunday.  The Council identified three persons that are graduating:  Kathy Ren (Master’s Degree), Bridget Worth (High School Degree), and Makayla Peterson (High School Degree).  Pastor Bob was asked to contact the persons to make sure they will attend the service.  Karen Hagaman will line up help for a luncheon following the service and make arrangements for the card basket.

-The Lions Club meeting meals went really well.  We have received very good comments on the meals and the great help.

-Don Hagaman asked for someone to take over the task of copying the bulletins.  The task takes about a half hour per Sunday.  Pastor Bob furnishes the file copy on Wednesday so the person copying and folding the bulletins has from Wednesday to Sunday to do the task.  Pastor Curry will mention the need for a volunteer from the Pulpit.

Other Business:  Marlene Manning reported that the estimate for refinishing the floor in Fellowship Hall is $3,088.50.  This is more than we have in the fund.

With no more business to come before the Council, Roger Ingels motioned adjournment and the meeting adjourned.
